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 Press DISPLAY Button

Press + or – Buttons to view different operating data in the large display, with the description in the top line.

Press DISPLAY Button again to view three further operating data values in the top line.

Holding in the DISPLAY Button will name these three displays,(These can be changed in parameters 008-010).

Press the QUICK MENU Button then + or – Buttons to locate the required parameter in the Quick Set-up Menu.

Press CHANGE DATA Button to open data options, then + or – Buttons to change data, then OK Button to store.

(NOTE: Pressing  < or > Buttons moves cursor along the digits on numerical values).

To gain access to all other parameters in the Extended Menu’s    

Press EXTENDED MENU Button, then < or > Buttons to locate the required parameter group (groups 0 to 6).

Press + or – Buttons to locate the required parameter in the group.

Press CHANGE DATA Button to open data options, then + or – Buttons

To change data, then press OK Button to store.

Pressing CANCEL Button before pressing OK Button will return to last stored data in that parameter.

(NOTE: Pressing < or > Buttons moves between parameter groups unless  when changing data, < or > Buttons moves the cursor along the digits on numerical values).

The Keypad also has HAND START,AUTO START and OFF/STOP Buttons

Pressing HAND START Button will give a local start command, allows pure Keypad control and allows basic direction and performance checks and to run without control system operating. Pressing + or – Buttons allows setting of frequency (speed).

NB. Terminal 27 must be ‘ON’ to run in local control.

Pressing AUTO START Button will give a local start command and allows full remote control via analogue and digital inputs.

NB. Both terminals 18 and 27 must be ‘ON’ to ‘Run’ in remote control.

To retain programmed information in the LCP you can upload using Parameter 004.

Flashing of the large display indicates the Keypad OFF/STOP button has been pressed : you must press either Keypad HAND START or AUTO START buttons to start.
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
